
LETTER TO THE APPRAISAL REVIEW BOARD .IIAYS CENTRAL

APPRAISAL DISTRICT

1. An increase of an appraisal by 381 o , in one year, is unsupportable,
regardless of your rationale.
2. Of the 3.178 acres of Lot 58 Skyline Ranch Estates, there is barely 3,000
sqft of usable space. The rest of the terrain is sloped and unusable.
3. The Appraisal District used Lots 9.A. and 408 as examples to come up with
their current appraisal. Lot 94 is as far away from Lot 58 as you can get in
Skyline Ranch Estates. It has a completely different orientation. Lot 9,{ faces
east and Lot 58 faces west. It is interesting to note that the purchaser of Lot
94 paid cash. Therefore, no appraisal was needed. The land was previously
owned by an agent for Century 21 Hill Country Properties. Lot 408 has
completely different topography from Lot 58. There is much more flat, usable
space. Lot 40B also has easier access to RR 12. (see map).
4. Is there anyone who believes that the land is worth $35,783.51 per acre? In
the opinion of Rhonda von Sehrwald, a Real Estate Agent who lives in
Skyline Ranch Estates, Lot66, she'd be "laughed offthe market" if she put
her 8 acres on the market for $190,000 trying to get $177,500. Her current
appraisal is $177,590. And, that's at$22,198.75 per acre. Attached you will
find all the prices for the land that sold on my street, for the last 5 years.
Please take note that Sale tl4,whatthe Appraisal District is using as an
exarnple, is not representative of what land has sold for on Skyline Ridge
Lookout. Sale #3 is Lot 63 and was sold by me. If you throw out the high
and the low (the usual way of getting an average for consensus), the average
price per acre is $15,876.00 per acre. Even if you consider all 5 sales, the
price is still only $19,342.67 per acre. A far cry from $35,783.51 per acre.
Texas Property Law requires that "All property, whether residential or
commercial, must be taxed equally and uniformly." Why then is my lot (58)
valued at $35,783.51 per acre and Lnt66 (directb to the west of mine) at
$22,198.75 per acre? Over 60yo of the lots in Skyline Ranch Estates
increased by ll3Yo. Why was mine so much higher? All3% increase would
put my propefty value at$33,741.80 or $10,617.31 per acre.
5. The owiting on the list of sales is that of Steve Hysinger, a Real Estate
Broker in Wimberley. It is his opinion that the land is worth $17,000.00 per
acre.
6. Why should a properly owner suffer, because a few rich Houstonians
decided that having a vacation house in Wimberley was worth palng exha
money? Remember, the person who bought lot Lot 9,A. paid cash!
